Concarneau & Pont-Aven 

9.00 am:  Meet your guide-driver at the foot of your ship in Lorient. 
 
Morning drive to Concarneau,  a town of art and history, an important 
fishing port and a seaside resort .  
 
In the heart of the town, encircled by fortifications, the Ville Close 
takes you back through time and invites you to stro ll along its 
shopping streets.  
 
Visit this Ville Close  connected to the town by a drawbridge and at 
the other end a ferry to the village of Lanriec on the other side of the 
harbor. 
 
On either side of the old walls, lie the fishing port and marina , right 
in the centre of the town. 
 
Strolling along the seafront leads to creeks and fi ne sandy 
beaches , which inspire relaxation and water activities in the shelter of 
one of the most beautiful bays in Brittany. 
 
Enjoy lunch at a local restaurant. We suggest “Chez Armande” , a 
typically Breton house opposite the walled city, with generous portions 
of traditional cuisine. 
 
After lunch, continue to Pont-Aven, famous for its Pont-Aven school 
created by Paul Gauguin and Emile Bernard . 
 
Two main aspects of the Pont-Aven environment have inspired artists. 
The first is the natural setting that presented a more primitive  and 
simple existence . A stark contrast to the city, the scenery at Pont-
Aven gave artists the opportunity to have the freedom of spirit they 
needed to create from within.  
 
Secondly, the artists were attracted to the rich heritage and 
folklore  that existed amongst the peasant lifestyle. The colorful 
traditions of the culture provided escape from their gray perception of 
the burgeoning city.  
 
Many of the paintings created at Pont-Aven feature the ancestral 
costumes of the people, especially Breton women, with their distinct 
headdress. An example of this is Paul Gauguin's “La Belle Angele” , 
which was presented as a gift to the subject’s parents, and rejected 
outright due to its unconventional composition. 
  



 

 

Visit the Tremalo chapel , surrounded by the verdant “Bois d’Amour” 
(the Forest of Love), crisscrossed by the Pont-Aven River, and 
marbled with such historic architecture as the 16th century Tremalo 
Chapel, Pont-Aven  became a popular retreat location for artists in 
the 19th century.  
 
You may wish to taste the famous “galettes de Pont-Aven ” with a 
cup of tea before returning to Lorient.

century architecture dating back to the 15th century. 
The chateau was actually built by the great grandmother of one of 
Rasputin’s killers, at 60, for her younger new husband, to buy him 
political clout in the area. 
Throughout the 20th century, the castle has had several owners.
